You can 

write or draw the problem and 

then nail it through the holes 

with a pen or stick and leave 

the problem there. There is no 

magic in the card. The card is 

symbolic of the completed 

work on the cross, the mo-

ment God the Father and His 

Son Jesus secured victory for 

us in every area. When we 

give our problem to Jesus and 

leave it with Him, He re-

sponds. The cross is a tangible 

way , a reminder to ourselves, 

to leave it with Jesus. This is a 

symbolic act of faith. God’s 

power brings the needed deliv-

erance.                 “...Blotting 

out the handwriting of ordi-

nances that was against us, 

which was contrary to us, and 

took it out of the way , nailing 

it to the cross; ...triumphing 

over them in it.”
